Important.  Before you Begin:

•  ! WARNING:  Dri l l ing,  sawing,  sanding or machining wood product s can expose you t o wood dust ,  a subst ance 

known t o t he St at e of  Cal ifornia t o cause cancer.   Avoid inhal ing wood dust  or use a dust  mask or ot her 

safeguards for personal prot ect ion.   For more informat ion go t o www.P65Warnings.ca.gov/ wood.

•  If  your cabinet s are t o be inst al led in an island wit h a barbeque gri l l ,  consult  your gri l l  inst ruct ions regarding 

“ Clearances t o Combust ibles” .   An insulat ed gri l l  l iner may be required.   

•  Be careful not  t o drop Door or Drawer Chassis’ .   It  wil l  damage t he Out er Flange.

•  Be careful not  t o damage t he 2 black plast ic expansion pin bushings on eit her side of  t he Hinge Cyl inder.

•  It  is easier t o inst al l  Doors af t er  Door Chassis’  are inst al led in t he island.   Conversely,  it  is easier t o inst al l  

Drawer Front s before Drawer Chassis’  are inst al led.

•  When dri l l ing holes,  always use sharp bit s.  Dri l l  slowly and careful ly,  and do not  apply excessive pressure on 

t he t ip of  t he bit .

•  When inst al l ing Door and Drawer Handles,  always dri l l  small  pilot  holes before dri l l ing t he fi nal holes t o avoid 

chipping.   Dri l l  fi nal holes f rom t he f ront  side t o avoid chipping t he face of  t he Door or Drawer Front .

•  There are 2 set s of  handle screws included wit h our hardware kit s.   The longer screws are for mount ing handles on 

t he out er f rames of  al l  doors and drawer f ront s.   The smaller screws may be used if  mount ing handles in t he cent er 

panels of  Shaker or Cot t age st yle doors and drawer f ront s.

•  If  t he handle screw heads creat e a gap bet ween t he drawer box and drawer f ront ,  you may count ersink t he 

screws int o t he drawer face f rame about  1/ 8”  or dri l l  a part ial  or complet e clearance hole in t he drawer box 

where t he screws t ouch.  

•  If  inst al l ing handles in t he same locat ion on mult iple doors or drawer f ront s,  you can fi nish dri l l ing t he fi rst  

one,  t hen use it  as a t emplat e t o dri l l  t he ot hers.   Line t hem up careful ly and dri l l  one at  a t ime.  

•  Careful ly dri l l  pi lot  holes t hrough mount ing fl anges at  each screw locat ion before inst al l ing screws.   Inst al l ing 

screws wit hout  pilot  holes may cause wood t o spl it  which is not  covered under your warrant y.

•  Al l  hardware,  including Hinges,  Drawer Glides,  Handles and Inst al lat ion Hardware,  is included wit h Door and 

Drawer Chassis’ ,  not  wit h t he Doors or Drawer Front s.

•  Al l  cut out  dimensions below are in inches and provide 1/ 4”  t ot al t olerance vert ical ly and horizont al ly.   Be 

careful not  exceed t he dimensions shown.



a.  Inst al l  Handles on t he Doors and careful ly set  t hem aside.

b.  Place t he Door Chassis face down on a fl at ,  smoot h surface t aking 

care not  t o damage t he fl ange.   Press upward on t he release Trigger 

and det ach The Hinge f rom t he Mount ing Plat e.

c.  Wit h Top Cl ips ful ly open,  press t he Hinge Cyl inder and Expansion 

Pins int o t he mat ching holes in t he Door unt i l  t he Hinge Head is 

complet ely fl ush wit h t he Door surface.   Be careful not  t o damage 

t he black plast ic Pin Bushings.

d.  Push t he Cl ip Tops down t o secure t he Door.   

Installing Drawers:

a.  Inst al l  Handles on Drawer Front s and careful ly set  t hem aside.

b.  Place t he Drawer or Combo Chassis at  a comfort able working height .    Take 

care not  t o damage t he beveled fl ange around t he face of  t he chassis.

c.  Your Sof t -Close Drawer Glides include an orange release/  adj ust ment  

mechanism (Figure 1. ) at  t he f ront  of  t he Glide wit h a blue release t rigger 

t o remove t he Drawer,  and a blue Drawer adj usment  which al lows you t o 

level and adj ust  t he height  of  t he Drawer.   Set  t he Drawer adj ust ment  t o 

t he ful ly “ down”  posit ion by pushing t he blue t ab back t oward t he rear of  

t he drawer box.

d.  Wit h t he Drawer box in t he ful ly “closed”  posit ion,  insert  t he Drawer Front  

int o t he opening and against  t he drawer box.   If  your Chassis includes more 

t han one Drawer,  st art  wit h t he bot t om Drawer and work your way up.  

e.  Cent er and al ign t he Drawer Front .   Place shims under and in t he sides of  

t he Drawer Front  t o keep it  in posit ion.

f .  Careful ly secure t he Drawer Front  and inst al l  screws t hrough t he 2 middle,  pre-dri l led screw holes,  and int o 

t he t wo round plast ic insert s locat ed in t he back side of  t he Drawer Front .

g.  Repeat  “ e. ”  and “ f . ” above for each Drawer.

h.  Wit h al l  Drawer Front s mount ed,  check t he al ignment  and cent er gaps on al l  sides.   To make side t o side 

adj ust ment s,  loosen t he screws in t he plast ic cups,  re-shim and reset  screws.   Use t he blue adj ust ment  

t abs on each Drawer Glide t o raise or level Drawers.

i.  When t he Drawers are level and cent ered,  pre-dri l l  pi lot  holes,  and secure t he Drawer Front s t o t he Drawer 

Boxes using screws provided.

j .  Remove t he Drawers f rom t he Chassis in t he ful ly “ open”  posit ion by depressing t he blue t riggers shown in 

Figure 2.  and l i f t ing Drawers out .   Careful ly set  Drawers aside.

k.  Inst al l  t he empt y Drawer Chassis in t he island using screws appropriat e for your island mat erial .

l .  To re-inst al l  Drawers,  ext end t he Drawer Glides out  int o t he ful ly “ open”  posit ion.  Rest  t he Drawers on t he 

Glides,  t hen push t hem int o t he Chassis unt i l  you hear t hem “ cl ick”  int o posit ion.

Not e:  When inst al l ing or removing hinges f rom a door, t he hinge t op cl ip must  be complet ely in t he “ up”  

posit ion, and t he hinge arm should be ful ly ext ended in t he “ door open”  posit ion as shown in Figure 2.

 Not e: To hide mount ing screws, inst al l  t hem under t he hinges, about  1/ 2”  in f ront  of  t he Hinge Plat es.

e.  Pre-dri l l  inst al lat ion holes in t he Flanges,  and inst al l  t he Door Chassis int o t he island opening using screws 

appropriat e for your island mat erial .   Make sure t he Chassis is level and square.

f .  At t ach Hinges and Door as a unit  t o t he Hinge Plat es wit h t he Door in t he “ open”  posit ion.   Engage t he 

met al Pin locat ed under t he f ront  of  each hinge arm int o t he hooks at  t he f ront  of  t he hinge mount ing 

plat e,  t hen press down on t he back of  t he Hinge body t o lock in place.

g.  Adj ust  Door al ignment  as shown on t he next  page.
